g Highlights of Volume 5

September:

In September 2005, we started Energise volume 5 with a
brand new look incorporating colours and the design
theme to match our website.

SSL Certificate Authority, Thawte, introduced new site seal
images (below) and we were also pleased to report on the
new release of Actinic (v7).
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October:

October's Energise was filled with domain name news;
the .eu countdown started with three phases, running up
to the eventual launch in April 2006.

Top level registry, Verisign, released figures quoting an all
time high of 83.9 million domain names registered
worldwide and UK registry, Nominet, released a statement
quoting record figures of an average of 150 new .uk
domain names registered every hour.

At Net Energy Internet, we reported on using CAPTCHA
images to prevent form spam and an update on our POP3
e-mailbox migration to the new e-mail services we
launched in March.

November / December:

This double Energise introduced Actinic Express and also
reported on the success of the form spam changes
relevant to our NT hosting customers.

January:
After Christmas we were raring to go and reported record
levels of e-mails scanned by our Anti-Virus/Anti-Spam
(AVAS) service, a new Actinic update and just 75 days to
go until the launch of the new .eu domain name
extension.

February:

February 2006 was particularly busy with the launch of
our new Windows 2003 hosting plans; with support for
FrontPage 2003, Microsoft .Net 2.0, password protected
directories and PHP.

We also carried out an update to the MailSend
form-to-email handler and completed migration of all
customer POP3 e- mailboxes to the new e-mail system.

March:
In the midst of the .eu countdown frenzy, we began our
preparations for our upcoming office relocation.

We also reported on domain name renewal timeframes
and asked customers to check we have the correct contact
details listed for their account(s) with us.
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April:

It was on the 7th of April, that the future of the new .eu
domain name extension began. According to the new .eu
registry, Eurid, 702,864 .eu domain names were
registered in the first four hours, 1.5 million registered in
the first week and the number is still growing today.

At Net Energy Internet, we were delighted to successfully
register some highly contended .eu registrations for
customers, and at £12.95, our .eu price is still one of the
most competitive you'll find.
